Community Mapping

The community mapping project completed its first phase in February 2010. The aim of the project is to map all organisations, associations, groups and activities in West Lancashire. The purpose of this is to

1. Support people to access provision in their communities

2. Help build community organisations through partnerships and networking

3. Develop capacity and community engagement in communities

4. Celebrate the assets of our community

The first phase consisted of mapping Skelmersdale Town, looking at community organisations, activities and buildings. There were over 200 organisations and activities found, with nearly 100 community buildings and spaces, including schools, churches, community centres and parks.

The next stage will see this information go online, on the Young People's Service's go4it (www.lancashire.gov.uk/yps) website, a directory for activities and services for young people. This will be followed up by getting the rest of West Lancashire on board, by using volunteers and enabling people to take part in this project.
