Terms of Reference

Aims and Objectives

The primary aim is to provide a central point of communication for members and encourage participation in training and information events in order to develop best practice. The network is facilitated by W.L. Council for Voluntary Services.

The key statutory agencies (YPS, Children’s Integrated Services, NHS) will be encouraged to network with us and develop partnerships where appropriate.
The One Workforce Network enables a platform for the Voluntary Community and Faith Sector (VCFS) to lead on:

· Information and practice sharing

· Consultation and participation

· Interagency networking and joint delivery of services

· Multi-agency training

· Evaluation

· Celebration and learning

· Consortium development

· Joint commissioning

The work of the network is also underpinned by the Children’s Trust Principles and Priorities. The VCFS always has representation on the W. Lancs Children’s Trust Board. There is also a link with the county VCFS Reference group which is facilitated by Young Lancashire.

Network Membership

The OWN exists to benefit both organisations and individuals within all sectors who work with children, young people and families whether on a paid or voluntary basis. This includes the public, private, voluntary, community and faith sector organisations delivering services in W. Lancs.
