Drowning can affect male and females of all ages:  

· Some 52% of accidental, drownings happen in open water

· More than 80% of all accidental drownings are male

· More than 56% never intended to be in the water

· Around 34% of accidental drownings happen in the summer

· The highest percentage of drownings occur in 20-29 year olds
